Two hundred years ago, Thomas Douglas, the 5th Earl of Selkirk, leveraged his title and wealth 

to purchase a vast allotment of land from the Hudson's Bay Company. It was his dream to 

establish a settlement where the City of Winnipeg now stands, offer primarily Scottish farmers 

land to work and encourage western expansion. 

 

Lord Selkirk's first wave of settlers journeyed to Assiniboia Territory—or the Red River 

Settlement—as it would come to be known, in 1812. Expecting an unpopulated wilderness, 

they found established communities of Aboriginals and traders, as well as conflicting loyalties. 

 

On Thursday, 3 May 2012, the Honourable Steven Fletcher, Minister of State 

(Transport), along with representatives of 

Canada Post, the Committee for the Bicentenary 

of the Red River Selkirk Settlement and the 

Manitoba Historical Society, will unveil the new 

stamp.

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 New Issues - Iceland May 3rd 
 

Akureyri 150th Anniversary 
Akureyri is Iceland’s fourth most populous municipality. 

At the end of 2011 the population numbered approximately 18,000. Grímsey and Hrísey islands are also with-

in the jurisdiction of Akureyri. The Book of Settlement reports that the first settler in the area was Helgi, “the 

Skinny” Eyvindarson who arrived in the 9th century. In 1778, the first house was built and permanent resi-

dence began. Eight years later Akureyri became a township together with five other towns in Iceland. 

 

Parks IV 

The Akureyri Park is run by the town as a botanical garden and a nature park. The 

latter was formally opened to the public in 1912 while the botanic garden opened 

in 1957. The Park Society was founded in 1909 with Sigridur Sæmundsdóttir as 

its first president. 

 

The Hallargarður park in Reykjavík, constructed in 1953-4, was designed by Jón 

H. Björnsson, Iceland’s first trained landscape architect. The park is influenced by 

American modernism, with curves and constantly changing vistas 

 

                      Europa Stamps 2012 - Visit Iceland 

 
Following the theme set by Post Europ for 2012, 

the Europa stamps highlight reasons for visiting 

the issuing country, in our case Iceland. Deliber-

ations on the best way to communicate visual 

messages in the terse form of the postage stamp while at the same time in-

troducing Iceland as a tourist attraction resulted in the combination of 

images and QR-codes. The Icelandic Europa stamps are the first where 

the motifs, a geyser and the northern lights, are built into the codes.  

 

                           The London Olympic Games 
 

The 2012 Olympics take place in London, England, from 27 July to 12 August 2012. Lon-

don will become the first city to officially host the modern Olympic Games three times, 

having previously done so in 1908 and in 1948. The majority of venues will be divided 

across London and use will be made of some partially new and temporary venues and 

structures.  
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Scouting in Iceland 100th Anniversary 

 

Ingvar Ólafsson founded the first scouting patrol in Iceland in 1911 and  

the first scout meeting was held on July 16th of that year. Ingvar had  

been introduced to the scouting idea in Denmark, where he lived for a  

while. In 1912 the first Boy Scout district became a reality and was  

named Skátafélag Íslands (Iceland Scout Association).

THE UNITED STATES CIVIL WAR:  YEAR 2:  1862ð2012 150TH ANNIVERSARY

Many stamp collectors are wary when a philatelic agency begins a stamp series.  Many of us strive for completeness and 

question whether it is wise to buy or try to find all the stamps in a series. 

 

There are some series that many collectors will not touch (I think of the Marshall Islands World War II series of over 

200 stamps),. While others, like the UK Machins, are collectable because of their large possibility for detailed study.  

And some, like the present Canada Post Queen Elizabeth II anniversary issue commemorate a significant event and are 

of a manageable size. 

 

2011—2015 marks the 150th anniversary of the United States Civil War, and US Post is issuing two stamps a year to 

mark the anniversary.  Last year saw stamps marking the first shots fired at Fort Sumter and the first major battle, First 

Bull Run or Manassas. 

 

This year, the two more significant events are remembered: 

 

¶ The Capture of New Orleans by Union Forces was a serious economic blow 

for the Confederacy, affecting Southern trade and finance.  It was followed by 

Union control of the Mississippi, cutting off state to the west. 

 

 

¶ The Battle of Antietam (remembered as Sharpsburg with Confederate 

historians), September 17, 1862, which ended General Lee’s first invasion of 

northern states.  It also discouraged Britain and France from siding with the 

Confederacy, and gave Abraham Lincoln the confidence to issue the 

Emancipation Proclamation.  Antietam was the bloodiest day in US military 

history, with a total on both sides of over 23,000 killed and wounded. 

 

  

  

 

 

Civil War: 1861 (ForeverÈ) stamps depict the war in April 1861 at Fort 

Sumter, South Carolina, and the first major battle of the war three months later 

at Bull Run, near Manassas, Virginia. 

 

A souvenir sheet with two stamp designs will be issued each year through 2015. 

 

Art Director Phil Jordan created the stamps using existing images of Civil War 

battles. The Fort Sumter stamp is a reproduction of a Currier & Ives lithograph, 

circa 1861, titled "Bombardment of Fort Sumter, Charleston Harbor."  

 

The Bull Run stamp is a reproduction of a 1964 painting by Sidney E. King 

titled "The Capture of Rickett's Battery." The painting depicts fierce fighting on 

Henry Hill over an important Union battery during the Battle of First Bull Run.

The stamp sheet's background photograph shows a Un-

ion regiment assembled near Falls Church, Virginia 

circa 1861. 
 

 

The stamp sheet includes comments on the war by Frederick 

Douglass, Abraham Lincoln, Thomas J. "Stonewall" Jack-

son, and Robert E. Lee. It also includes some of the lyrics 

used during the Civil War in "Johnny is Gone for a Soldier," 

a song dating back at least to the Revolutionary War. 

 

The Fort Sumter and First Bull Run stamps are Forever® 

stamps. Forever stamps are always equal in value to the cur-

rent First-Class Mail one-ounce rate.
