Charles Dickens (1812ð1870) is generally considered to be the greatest novelist of the 

Victorian period.  His many novels achieved great popularity during his lifetime, but 

probably are not read much today.  However, we all know many of the titles, likely as 

a result of watching television adaptations of his many stories.  And just we know his 

work through our popular medium of television, in his century his followers knew him 

and his characters through their original magazine publication in monthly installments.  

This resulted in Dickens often writing installments on the basis of readersô responses to 

a published episode.  The practice lent his stories a particular rhythm, employing 

cliffhangers to keep the public looking forward to the next installment. 

 

Every December we watch versions of A Christmas Carol.  We all know Oliver Twist, 

David Copperfield, and many others of the distinctively-name characters he invented.  

The British issue of six stamps pictures some of his most well-known:  Mr. Bumble, 

Mr. Pickwick, The Marchioness, Mrs. Gamp, Captain Cuttle, and Mr. Micawber.   

 

The four stamps from Gibraltar show portraits of Dickens with covers and pages from 

four of his works:  David Copperfield, Oliver Twist, A Tale of Two Cities, and A 

Christmas Carol.
