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BLACK HISTORY MONTH 

NEW RELEASE BY CANADA POST 

 

 

 

 

During the First World War, racial prejudice among some recruiters saw many black 

applicants turned away when they tried to enlist. Protests by Black Canadians, and a 

growing need for manpower in Europe, led to the creation of No. 2 Construction Bat-

talion one hundred years ago on July 5, 1916. The following year, the Battalion was 

deployed to France, where they were attached to the Canadian Forestry Corps and 

stationed at Lajoux in the Jura Mountains. Some men from the Battalion joined com-

bat units, while the rest worked to harvest and mill timber. Their product was shipped 

to the front, where it was used to build trenches, camps and railways. 

 

Largely commanded by white officers, the men of No. 2 Construction Battalion faced 

segregation during their deployment, and saw their battalion disbanded after the war 

ended. Still, their determined, dedicated service helped break down racial barriers, 

paving the way for Black Canadians to freely enlist during the Second World War 

and subsequent conflicts. 

 

Designed by Lara Minja, this stamp features a black and white photo of four uni-

formed soldiers from No. 2 Construction Battalion superimposed over an illustration 

of a forest. At the bottom of the frame are the silhouettes of four soldiers, carrying 

logging tools as they walk through the trees. The same illustration appears on inside 

of the booklet, while the cover features an image of the battalionôs badge

Paper like wood has a grain and the wet or dampened process whereby the paper was dampened before printing on steel plates print-

ed booklets at this time. These dampened sheets then shrunk across the grain of the paper as they dried. The more wet the paper the 

higher the shrinkage. Figure 4 has the design dimensions listed by the plate numbers. The original die is 18.5 MM wide by 21MM 

high.  

 

These first plates also used the same plate layout as the Victoria and Edward VII Booklet issues which had a 168 subject Tete - 

Beche layout laid down in a right and left equal groups in order to provide for the tab to make 14 complete booklets per impression. 

Whereas the sheet stamps were printed with the top of the plate being at the back of press   the booklet pane plate being longer than 

wide the top of the plate is at the side of the press for both flat bed and Rotary press where the plates are bent. The bending of the 

plates caused stretching and stressing of the plates, which show up on the horizontal, wove panes as vertical hairlines.
